Can it be October? | praise God that | am still able to go to jail, and get out the same day, after a Bible study. God has
blessed me so much. | only had to miss one Saturday since my stroke on August 21st and | had no paralysis. What a
blessing!

| have been telling you about the rigors of prison life. It is so hard for one to get out of the prison system once they get in.
There are a few things that make it so hard.

1. There is great difficulty in obtaining gainful employment.

2. When one is paroled, they are required to pay their parole officer each time they meet. | have been told that they have to
pay $45.00 a week in Rutherford County, and $65.00 a month if it is a state parole officer. There is also the problem of
getting off work to go to meet with the parole officer. | knew one who had a job in Lebanon, and had to leave work, drive
back to Murfreesboro, meet with the officer, and then return to Lebanon to finish that day's work. He got no pay, while off to
visit his parole officer. He did it and got free from probation, but it is a miracle.

3. As | previously stated: Most of those in our prison system are there on alcohol and drug related offences. They are
either drunk & disorderly, or committing crimes to obtain money for their addiction. Some are blamed for the crimes of their
"friends." Friends who will let someone else be arrested rather than themselves. Kids, It pays to be very careful who you
select to be your friends. Some are still fighting their addictions.

4. When one gets out on parole, they are living in most cases on very limited income, so they usually don't have many
choices about where they will be staying. They find themselves in the same environment in which they were living when
they got in trouble. | know of one, who had parents who both were alcoholics. | know of another, who had a mother on
drugs. Can you see how difficulty this must be for them? Bear in mind that many of these have children and have to rely on
their parent, or parents to help care for their children.

5. The strongest and most likely cause of failure by a struggling parolee is the temptation to hang out with the same
people, with whom they were associated before they were incarcerated. The peer pressure of the old gang is so very
dangerous to anyone who is trying to overcome evil and serve the Lord. Satan knows this and uses it at every opportunity.
Please help me pray for those who are out on parole. Our prayers are so vital to them.
